Tourism & the San Francisco Bay Area 
The impact of visitors to San Francisco reaches far beyond the City itself. Here are 
some visitor statistics from 2004 from The San Francisco Convention & Visitors Bureau 
that demonstrate the broad impact of the City's visitor industry: 

¥ More than 4 million overnight visitors stayed in commercial accommodations in 
2004. Add in "day trippers" and those who stayed with friends or relatives, or in 
surrounding communities, and the total jumps to 15.12 million visitors a year. 

¥ 26 percent of visitors to San Francisco live within a day's drive of the City. That's 
3.9 million leisure visitors from our own region. 

¥ Thousands of visitors to the City take day trips beyond city limits or extend 
their visit throughout Northern California by taking side trips to other area 
locales and attractions. 

¥ 14 percent visit Sausalito. 
¥ 23 percent visit the wine country. 
¥ 9.5 percent visit the Monterey peninsula.
